1. Santorini (or Thera): Please explain (1) what it was/is, (2) what happened to it around 1600 BCE, (3 and 4) 2 myths that arose from this event, and (5) the relation of this event to the destruction of Minoan Civilization.
Santorini is a Greek volcanic island in the Aegean Sea that erupted around 1600 BCE and thereby caused cataclysmic destruction in the eastern Mediterranean world.  Myths that arose from this eruption include that of the Lost City of Atlantis, and perhaps Noah’s Ark.  Though once thought to have caused the destruction of Minoan Civilization, the eruption of Santorini is now known to have occurred too early.

1. surge in the population of Greece
2. re-urbanization, and the advent of suburbs
